The two sides faced off in the Eastern Conference final, and despite leading 17-nil at one point, the Hounds let the Free Jacks back into the tie and end their playoff run – a repeat of their 2024 heartbreak.

NEW ENGLAND
LAST SEASON – FREE JACKS HISTORIC THREEPEAT
Under the stewardship of Ryan Martin, the New England Free Jacks recorded their third consecutive MLR Championship, beating Houston 28-22 in the Championship final in Rhode Island. They topped the Eastern Conference during the regular season before beating Miami and Chicago on the way to Rhode Island.
2024 – FREEJACKS GO BACK-TO-BACK
Scott Mathie’s side were brilliant in the postseason, culminating in their second championship victory. The Free Jacks went 11-5 in the regular season before toppling Old Glory and Chicago in the Eastern Conference semi-final and final. A 20-11 victory over Seattle secured their second consecutive MLR title.
2023 – FREE JACKS ARE CHAMPIONS
Scott Mathie’s side had a dominant regular season, winning 14 of their 16 matches, losing twice. Finishing top of the Eastern Conference granted them passage to the Conference Final where they dispatch Old Glory DC before pipping San Diego Legion 25-24 in the Championship Final for their first title.
2022 – NEW YORK SPOIL NEW ENGLAND PARTY
A rivalry more common with the Red Sox v Yankees and Patriots v Giants, New York proved party-poopers once again for a Boston franchise. OLD GLORY 
LAST SEASON – ANOTHER SEASON OF MISSED OPPORTUNITIES
Old Glory failed to improve on their 2024 campaign, recorded eight wins and eight losses in the regular season to earn a place in the Eastern Conference semi-finals here they were brushed aside by Chicago.
2024 – THE FLAGS FAIL TO BUILD ON LAST SEASON
Old Glory recorded a 7-2-7 regular season record only to lose to eventual MLR Champions New England in the Eastern Conference semi-finals. Simon Cross’s side had beaten the Free Jacks in the regular season.
2023 – FIRST POST SEASON TRIP ENDS IN HEARTBREAK
Simon Cross’ first season in charge was a positive one. Having won seven of their regular season fixtures Old Glory advanced to the Eliminators where they beat Rugby New York before falling to eventual MLR Champions the New England Free Jacks in the Eastern Conference Finals.
2022 – A CAMPAIGN TO FORGET
With just three victories Old Glory finished bottom of the Eastern Conference. Only the Dallas Jackals in the Western Conference had a worse record in the MLR. Andrew Douglas was relieved of his Head Coach duties in March with Nate Osborne taking over as interim Head Coach for the remainder of the season.
2021 – SECOND SEASON STRUGGLES
Andrew Douglas failed to improve on such an impress start to life in the MLR with a disappointing 5th place finish in the Eastern Conference. Old Glory conceded the most points in the conference with 490 in 16 games, across both conferences only Houston conceded more with 550.
2020 - MLR CANCELS SEASON DUE TO COVID-19
Old Glory had a fantastic start to life in the MLR winning four of their five fixtures and sat 2nd in the Eastern Conference before the season was cancelled.

SEATTLE
LAST SEASON – SEATTLE SEAL PLAYOFF SPOT DESPITE POOR START
Seattle Seawolves staged a late season surge to earn a place in the Western Conference semi-finals. Their 2025 campaign began with just two wins in their opening seven fixtures. They then went on to win six of their remaining nine regular season matches before losing 21-23 to Utah in the semi-finals.
2024 – THIRD TITLE PROVES TOO MUCH ONCE AGAIN
Seattle finished second in the Western Conference behind a dominant Houston side. Their first postseason fixture was a close-fought victory over rivals San Diego before a three-point victory over Dallas in the Conference Finals. New England were too strong for the Seawolves in the Championship final.
2023 – SAN DIEGO TOO STRONG IN CONFERENCE FINALS
Seattle finished second in the Western Conference with 12 wins from 16 matches, 15 points behind San Diego Legion. The Seawolves beat Houston 37-26 in the Eliminators before losing to eventual runners-up San Diego in the Conference finals.
2022 – THIRD TITLE JUST OUT OF REACH
With Austin and LA breaching the salary cap, Seattle were handed a trip to the post season having initially missed out in fourth place in the Western Conference. Seattle went on to beat San Diego in the Eliminators before securing their first Western Conference title with a 46-27 win over Houston. Rugby New York proved too strong in the MLR Championship final.
2021 – THREE WAS NOT THE MAGIC NUMBER
Three Head Coaches were not enough as the Seawolves poor form from 2020 continued in 2021. Winning just four matches on their way to fifth place in the Western Conference. Kees Lensing made it to April, Pate Tuilevuka lasted until the end of May before Allen Clarke took over.
2020 - MLR CANCELS SEASON DUE TO COVID-19
Seattle had won just once before MLR cancelled the 2020 season. The Seawolves were sitting fourth in the Western Conference with just eight points from five games.
2019 – SEAWOLVES GO BACK-TO-BACK
Richie Walker led his side to an impressive regular season of 11 wins, one draw and four defeats, earning second place in the standings and a home semi-final against Toronto. The Arrows were dispatched with relative ease setting up a final with first seeds San Diego Legion. An 80th minute Brad Tucker converted try secured a 26-23 victory and the Seawolves second MLR Championship.
2018 – FIRST TIME’S A CHARM
Canadian Phil Mack was in charge for Seattle’s first MLR campaign. A second place finish in the standings meant a home semi-final against San Diego who were brushed aside 38-24. The top seeded Glendale Raptors were Seattle’s opposition in the final but it was the second seeded Seawolves who ran out 23-19 victors to be crowned the inaugural MLR Champions.
